Integrated Math 1AXB – Mrs. Scanlan
Materials:  
Pencils, Textbook, Graphing Calculator (TI-83 or TI-84 recommended) or Scientific Calculator, Spiral Graph Notebook (for notes/assignments), Charged Laptop (for occasional classroom activities)

Assignments: 10 points per assignment, worth 20% of your grade
Homework will be assigned almost every day, and it needs to be done at the beginning of the next class unless you are told otherwise. I want to stress how important it is to put your best effort into doing and understanding your homework. I will send a link to a Google Spreadsheet with assignments listed. Be sure to bookmark it as it may change throughout the trimester. 
Quizzes & Tests: worth 60% of your grade
Test and quiz questions are very similar to problems from the homework. You should expect a quiz in the middle of the chapter, and a test at the end of the chapter. You are expected to show work on all quizzes and tests. These should take no longer than the length of the class period so they need to be finished before you leave class. Cell phone use of any kind is not allowed during a test (not even to use it as a calculator). Tests and quizzes may be re-taken one time for a better grade (up to 89%) only if homework is complete.  Tests and quizzes need to be retaken within 2 days of going over it in class; after this time, retakes will not be offered. 
Real Problems: worth 5% of your grade
You will be occasionally be assigned a group project that asks you to apply topics learned to real world situations.  It is expected that you will work collectively as a group to complete the project not split it up and do it individually.  You will turn in one submission and be graded as a group.
Trimester Exam: worth 15% of your grade
This will be a written test over all chapters covered over the course of the trimester.  Start studying early; don’t try to cram.

Expectations:   

1. Bring needed materials 
2. Be responsible – Do your work, find out what you’ve missed when you are absent. Set up a time to   

    make up any missed test/quiz.
3. Be respectful of yourself, your classmates, and your teacher. Keep comments positive – instead of 
    criticizing, either offer help or keep negative comments to yourself.
4. Cell phones, iPods, and laptops should be turned off/put away unless I ask you to use them. 
5. During seat work time, keep the noise level low and stay on task with the assignment.

6. Continue working to the last minutes of class – you’ll get more work done and you will still have 
    enough time to prepare to leave.
7. Take an active role in your education – if you are struggling, do something to get help. Be aware of 
    how you are doing (check your grades) and talk to me if you need any extra help.

Attendance/Tardies:  
You are expected to attend each day and be on time. The ringing of the bell indicates you must be in your seat and ready to learn.  Anyone entering the room after the ringing of the bell must have a pass or will automatically receive a tardy.  Students should remain in desks during direct instruction.

After an absence, you should e-mail me or come to e2 to find out what you missed. Or if you know you are going to be gone, you should make plans with me in advance to make up what you miss.

Getting Help:   

If you start having trouble with the math after you have studied the reading and attempted the problems, stop by and see me before school during E squared. Do not come to my room during any teaching period without prior permission. The ConnectED online textbook has video tutorials as well.

Late Work:   

If you don’t have the assignment done when it is due (and you were present when it was assigned), you will still need to take the homework check with the rest of the class. Otherwise, you’ll need to come during e2 to take the homework check within a couple days. If we get to the chapter test and you still have homework checks you have not done, you will need to do them whether or not the assignment is completed.
