It's National 4-H Week! 4-H is one of the largest youth development programs in the world, with a presence in all 50 states and several countries! What do you think of when you think 4-H? Is it a smelly barn, animals, the county fair? Hand sewn quilts and apple pies?  What about robots and science? Or learning communication and leadership skills that will help later in life? Each day for the remainder of the week, a fun fact will be posted so others can learn more about the program!

When the 4-H program was first started, there were Boys Clubs, exhibiting primarily livestock and crops, and Girls Club, exhibiting primarily indoor projects, i.e. quilts, baked goods, etc..

The idea for Girls Clubs in Iowa was started in 1917 by the United States Extension Department at Ames and was sponsored by Farm Bureau.  Poweshiek County was a pilot area for girls club work.   Mrs. Horace Royce was the organizer of the Malcom Township Worthwhile Club, which was probably the first girls club in the county.  Mrs. Horace Royce of Malcom was one of the first, if not the first leader, of a 4-H girls club in the state of Iowa.
