If you are not yet 18 years old and would like to receive an Influenza vaccination, your parent must fill out and sign a consent form.  It will be available in the front office or you can download and print one in the attachments below. You must also have payment or an insurance card when you receive the vaccination. Both the consent form and payment will be given to the public health staff, not GHS school staff. There will be no charge if you have insurance.  For those without insurance, the price of the vaccination will be $10 for any child age 0-18, and will be $35 for anyone else with no insurance or those who want to pay cash.
